The Centre Director, Prof. Josef van Genabith, provides

Integration Committee

The CNGL research programme is highly collaborative,

Operational Ramp-Up

During the first year of Centre operations the key
challenge was to find and put in place suitably qualified
people for key operational and management posts and

to put into operation the various committees and boards
with responsibility for the management, oversight and
governance of the Centre. This has been successfully
achieved. The early identification and recruitment of key
personnel by the Centre Director has ensured that by

the end of our first year, all management structures and
processes are in place and all committees and boards meet
on their regularly planned schedule. The Centre has been
able to identify emerging shifts in the Localisation Industry
and begin to adapt its research programme to address
new opportunities. Similarly we have begun to identify
challenges related to the integration of research across our
various Work-Packages spread across our four academic
institutions and nine industry partners and the significant
integration challenges of our demonstrator systems which
bring together research outputs from all research tracks to
instantiate industrially relevant use scenarios.

The operational ramp-up of the Centre has been significantly
assisted by the provision of dedicated state-of-the-art
facilities by DCU and the School of Computing through
funding from the HEA. In addition to lab space for
Post-Graduate students and Post-Doctoral research staff,
there are dedicated offices for the Centre Director and
Centre Operations team, meeting facilities, collaborative
space and room for visiting researchers and industry
participants.

Financial Management

A significant ramp-up effort was devoted to the
development of a detailed financial reporting infrastructure
in line with our research tracks across all four academic
partner institutions. Research leaders are communicating
regularly with their local finance offices regarding budgets
and spending and a co-ordinated financial report is
prepared across all research tracks and institutions for
review by the Integration Committee, Executive Committee
and External Oversight Board on a quarterly basis.

The CNGL budget through December 2008 was
€2,913,695 (Table 2). The year-end view of cumulative
spend versus budget is shown below. A significant under-
spending in the staff category is due to the ramp-up
challenges of hiring significant numbers of Ph.D. students
and Post-Doctoral research staff across all our institutions.
However, as a consequence, staff recruitment was made a
top priority for 2008, and CNGL is close to full complement
with all Research Support and Management staff in place
and 69 out of 74 research staff in place by Q1 2009. With
the full complement of researchers joining in 2009, CNGL
funds will be fully allocated and the initial under-spend will
disappear over CNGL project years two, three and four.

Additionally, a significant amount of equipment spending
remained uncommitted at the end of 2008 due to a longer
than anticipated timeframe for execution of the university
procurement policies (i.e. tendering). Tenders have been
completed and the equipment expenditure will then catch
up in the first quarter of 20009.

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Management Overview

Significant Accomplishments

In the first year of the Centre for Next Generation
Localisation, the following management and governance
accomplishments have been recorded:

e All management and operations staff have been
recruited and put in place. All management and
oversight committees have been constituted and
fully operate their regular schedule of meetings.

e Initial engagement with External Scientific
Advisory Board members has commenced. The
External Oversight Board has begun its regular
schedule of meetings and reporting on progress
to SFI.

e In working with the External Oversight Board
and with guidance from SFI, we have set out the
Key Performance Indicators (and target values)
against which progress will be measured.

e Dedicated space has been provided by our
academic institutions to facilitate the CNGL
research teams. In particular, the School of
Computing at DCU, with funding from HEA, has
provided substantial dedicated facilities to host
both research and operations functions of CNGL.

Plans and Changes

During our first year, in recognition of the interests of our
nine founding Industrial Member partners, and in response
to increasing interest from SFl in the economic impact of
the CSET investments, we constituted a Commercialisation
Committee to deepen our engagement with existing
industrial partners, extend membership to new industrial
partners, and maximise the commercialisation of outputs
from our research programmes. Our plan is that the
Commercialisation Committee will meet bi-annually and
indeed the committee has already met twice in 2008,
with an initial kick-off meeting held in May and a second
meeting hosted by Dai Nippon Printing in Tokyo in
December. In further attending to industrial engagement
and commercialisation activities, we intend to redefine
the role of our Scientific & Operations Manager to take on
responsibility for this aspect of our operations. To support
this, we will create an administrative position to take on
responsibilities currently dealt with by the Scientific &
Operations Manager and provide further support to the
operations team.

A second area where we have realised potential
challenges during our first year relates to the integration
of research activities and outputs across research tracks
and institutions, including the integration of research
activities and outputs into demonstration systems aligned
with industrially relevant use scenarios. While the research
track leaders and the Integration Committee have
provided an effective level of oversight to our research
and integration activities, a hands-on day-to-day level of
project management is required. We therefore plan to put
in place a dedicated project manager to serve this purpose.
To maximise integration effectiveness, we intend to base
this position at TCD where the Systems Framework track
is based and the bulk of demonstrator system integration
activities will occur.

These proposed changes have been recommended by
the Integration Committee and will go forward to the
Executive Committee for decision in early 2009. Both of
the proposed operational positions will be funded out of
existing funds.

A universal tongue

Dublin City University is leading a new centre, in collaboration with
university and industry partners, which is destined to advance the age of
language and content management technologies globally

Ireland (SFI)
Centre for
Science, Engin-
eering & Tech-
nology (CSET) dedicated to
next-generation localisation,
led by Dublin City University
(DCU), started last December.

Ireland already has a
substantial global footprint
in the localisation industry —
the process of adapting
digital content, download
manuals, software and other
materials, to different lang-
uages and cultures.

Headed by Professor Josef
van Genabith, the five-year
research programme is
expected to transform this
important sector of Ireland’s
global software business,
as well as act as a key driver
of the global content dist-
ribution industry.

DCU is collaborating on the
project with University College
Dublin, University of Limerick
and Trinity College Dublin. Its
industry partners are IBM,
Microsoft, Symantec, Dai
Nippon Printing, and Idiom
Technologies, as well as Irish
companies Alchemy Software
Development, VistaTec,
SpeechStorm and Traslan.

SFI has awarded €16.8m
to the project and the industry
partners are contributing
€13.6m in materials, research
services and additional fund-
ing. About 100 people will
work at the CSET for the five-
year period.

Industry partners will send
engineers to work with the
researchers, for example,
for one day a week, while
students will also spend time
in industry- partner labs.

The CSET is focused on
improving automatic trans-
lation tools and integrating
these programmes into
translators’” workflows. Gena-
bith uses the analogy of
an engineer regularly using

a pocket calculator. “An
automatic translation tool is an
aid to translators’ everyday
work. It doesn’t make them
redundant; it just helps them
do their job more efficiently
and competitively,” he says.

According to van Genabith,
it’s fair to say localisation as an
industrial process was
developed in Ireland 20-25
years ago.

“There is a uniquely high
concentration of localisation
industry in this country. In the
past couple of years, we have

been under pressure from
low-cost economies, such
as the former Eastern Bloc
countries, China and India.
Some of the more labour-
intensive localisation work has
been outsourced to these
countries,” he says.

As with other industries of
the economy, there is a drive
within Ireland to move
localisation up the value chain
and develop ideas to help
automate localisation more
than it has already been.

“Ireland has a unique

concentration of university-
and industry-based research
and development expertise
in language technologies,
machine translation, speech
processing, digital content
management and localisation.
The research centre is going
to pool that expertise and
develop the next generation
of language and content
management technologies
to support and develop
the localisation industry,” says
van Genabith.

“Over the five years, we aim
to come up with the blueprint
for the next-generation
localisation factory — a virtual
factory where people all over
the globe could log in and
submit translation requests.
‘We will develop the expertise
and will be able to market it.
In this way, we will move
localisation in Ireland up the
value chain.”

There are now eight CSETs

around the country — five in the
information and commun-
ications technology area
and three in the biotechnology
domain. Their aim is to help
link scientists and engineers in
partnerships across academia
and industry to address crucial
research questions, foster the
development of new and
existing Irish-based technology
companies, attract industry
that could make an important
contribution to Ireland and its
economy and expand educat-
ional and career opportunities
in Ireland in science and
engineering.

CSETs must exhibit out-
standing research quality,
intellectual breadth, active
collaboration, flexibility in
responding to new research
opportunities, and integration of
research and education in the
fields that SFI supports. Grants
normally range from €Im to
€5m per year for up to five years.
